As part of your child’s curriculum and the development of computing skills, St Mary’s CE Primary School provides supervised access to the Internet.  We believe that the use of the World Wide Web and e-mail is worthwhile and an essential skill for children as they grow up in the modern world.  Please would you read the attached Acceptable Use Agreement and sign and return the consent form below to the school office so that your child may use the Internet at school.  All pupils will also sign a class agreement which will include responsible internet use.

Our school internet provider operates a filtering system that restricts access to inappropriate materials.  This may not be the case at home and we can provide references to information on safe Internet access if you wish.

Whilst every endeavour is made to ensure that suitable restrictions are placed on the ability of children to access inappropriate materials, the School cannot be held responsible for the nature or content of materials accessed through the Internet.

It is important that you discuss safe Internet use with your child and carefully monitor the sites that they are able to access.

The Child Exploitation and Online Protection Centre (CEOP) works across the UK providing advice for parents, young people and schools about how to keep children and young people safe when using the internet.  As a school we take guidance from CEOP in delivering internet safety lessons and safeguarding all children during their time in school.
